2019-2020 Season 

 

How do I register my group? 
1. Contact Betsy (Camp-In Coordinator) at bvazquez@sciencebuff.org or call 896-5200 x345 to 

make sure that your intended date is still available. 
2. Pay a $141 deposit by phone or send it along with the registration form. On the registration 

form, indicate your best guess of the minimum and maximum # of people that may attend 
the Camp-In. 

3. One month prior to the event, pay the balance either by phone or mail 
 

Who is the Camp-In Release form for and when do you need it? 
It’s for all the campers and they are not needed until the event, so bring them with you and hand 
them in when you check in. 
 
If more than one (1) child is attending from the same family, does each one need a separate 
release form? 
No, both names and ages can go on one form. 
 
Is a Camp-In Release form needed if at least one parent is attending? 
Yes. If the parent becomes ill during the event, we will know who and what number to call. 
 
What do we bring? 
Basic toiletries, sleeping bag and camping mat or air mattress, if desired. 
 
What should we wear? 
Wear shorts and t-shirts under sweats, as the temperature at the Museum fluctuates.  
 
Do we need to bring any cash? 
Only if you would like to buy things at the Gift Shop. 
 
When is the Gift Shop open? 
The Gift Shop is open on Sunday morning from 8:00 – 9:00 a.m. 
 
Do you sell Camp-In patches and t-shirts? 
No, not at this time. 
 
Can people arrive late or leave early? 
Yes, just let the Camp-In Coordinator know ahead of time. 
 
What does the night time snack and morning breakfast consist of? 

• Snack: Frigo String Cheese, Snyders Mini Pretzels, Kellogg’s Breakfast Bars, grapes, & juice  

• Breakfast: Rice Crispies, Raisin Bran, Honey Nut Cheerios, Frosted Flakes, Daily Chef plain bagels
